In 2009 RFK refined the Christ-

mas Wishes program by working 

with the local schools and 

churches to identify families in 

need.  The project was so suc-

cessful and supported by the 

Association membership, that 

RFK contributed only $100, 

with the rest of the project be-

ing supported by the member-

ship and local area restaurants.

After many visits to various 

doctors  around the country, Trevor was referred to a clinic in Pitts-

burgh, PA, where he received a battery operated Deep Brain Stimula-

tor; a pace maker type of device that turned out to be very successful in 

the treating his muscle tone condition. Trevorôs Dad and Mom, Mark and Rita, call it a ñMedical 

Miracle.ò  Trevorôs life changed that day, and he was soon back to playing his favorite sport, bas-

ketball.  Trevorôs Dad said: ñThe support that Realtors for Kids provided was incredible; that just 

to have a check written out while youôre just trying to help your child is such a óGod Sendô.ò  This 

past fall, Trevor, now 17, once again began to experience the dystonia symptoms. The trepidation 

of not knowing returned as well.  So, Mark and Rita retuned Trevor to Pittsburgh, where the neu-

rologist cranked up the battery output of the Stimulator and the symptoms once again disap-

peared .  Trevorôs life changed again é that day.  Trevor loves RFK.
